Barstow Community Hospital has confirmed treating one positive case of COVID-19 at their facility to 

date. There are additional confirmed positive COVID-19 cases of Barstow residents being treated at 

healthcare facilities outside of the Barstow area. The number of reported cases in San Bernardino 

County continues to rise as testing becomes more readily available.
